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Gen 11:9  Therefore is the name of it called Babel; because the LORD did there  
confound the language of all the earth: and from thence did the LORD scatter  
them abroad upon the face of all the earth. 

 

      Notice that the people wanted to build a CITY (vs 4), and make a NAME  
(vs 4b; also 4:9--Babel), BUT the Lord came down and ruined their plans (vs  
5).  And notice the similarities to the endtime one-world government: 

 

    1) It is a CITY also. 
Rev 18:10  Standing afar off for the fear of her torment, saying, Alas, alas that  

great city Babylon, that mighty city! for in one hour is thy judgment come. 
 

    2) It has a NAME, too---Babylon. 
 

    3) It is the Lord that comes down and judges them. 
Rev 18:8  Therefore shall her plagues come in one day, death, and mourning,  

and famine; and she shall be utterly burned with fire: for strong is the Lord  
God who judgeth her. 

 

   b. What will this one-world government be like? 
 

    1) It will have a headquarters in one great city.  "Great" means "mega" and "city"  
means "polis".  Babylon will be a megalopolis (a massive area of cities  
grown together).  Some feel that this city doesn't exist yet and that it will  
soon be built.  It seems to be in Assyria where old Babylon was.  Although  
there is much conjecture about what city this is, we know that this city will  
be the capital of this new world order government. 

 

 2) Will ancient Babylon actually be rebuilt on the Euphrates, as in Daniel’s time?  
Some believe it will for the following reasons: 

 

      a) Ancient Babylon was never suddenly destroyed, as per in Isaiah 13:19. 
Isa. 13:19  And Babylon, the glory of kingdoms, the beauty of the  
 Chaldees’ excellency, shall be as when God overthrew Sodom and  
 Gomorrah. 

 
     b) Jeremiah’s description of literal Babylon in chapter 51 is very similar to the  

one given by John in Revelation 18. 
      c) Babylon is said to be destroyed during the day of the Lord, which is an Old  
        Testament term referring to the tribulation (Isa. 13:6). 

    d) According to Isaiah 14, Israel will enter into God’s rest after Babylon is  
destroyed.  Since this has not yet happened, the event must be in the  
future. 

      e) Archaeological discoveries have shown that bricks and stones from ancient  
Babylon have been reused for building purposes, contrary to the  
prophecy of Jeremiah 51:26. 

      f) Jeremiah predicts that Babylon will drink of the cup of the wrath of God last  
among all the kingdoms of the earth. 

      g) The vision of the woman in the ephah (Zechariah 5:5-11) indicates a return  
of wickedness and commerce to Babylon. 

      h) The description in Revelation 15 is best understood if taken literally. 
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                      [taken from Willmington] 
   
 

  3) The political leaders (kings) will be "bought off" or bribed by seduction and  
sorceries (vss 2, 23).  Political leaders are suckers for threats and bribes. 

Rev 18:2  And he cried mightily with a strong voice, saying, Babylon the great  
is fallen, is fallen, and is become the habitation of devils, and the hold of  
every foul spirit, and a cage of every unclean and hateful bird. 

Rev 18:3  For all nations have drunk of the wine of the wrath of her  
fornication, and the kings of the earth have committed fornication with her,  
and the merchants of the earth are waxed rich through the abundance of her  
delicacies. 

 

Rev 18:23  And the light of a candle shall shine no more at all in thee; and the  
voice of the bridegroom and of the bride shall be heard no more at all in  
thee: for thy merchants were the great men of the earth; for by thy sorceries  
were all nations deceived. 

 

    4) The merchants and economic leaders and the CEO's are dependent on this city  
because they "are waxed rich through the abundance of her delicacies."   

      Vss 11-16 itemizes the businesses involved.  World merchants will go  
anywhere and do anything to "make a buck."  Vs 17 says that this city was  
rich (but riches come to naught). 

 

    5) The city (itself) is very beautiful. 
Rev 18:16  And saying, Alas, alas, that great city, that was clothed in fine  

linen, and purple, and scarlet, and decked with gold, and precious stones,  
and pearls! 

 

    6) The city is haughty and prideful. 
Rev 18:7  How much she hath glorified herself, and lived deliciously, so much  

torment and sorrow give her: for she saith in her heart, I sit a queen, and am  
no widow, and shall see no sorrow. 

 

    7) Notice this city's involvement with the new age and occult. 
 

Rev 18:2  And he cried mightily with a strong voice, saying, Babylon the great  
is fallen, is fallen, and is become the habitation of devils, and the hold of  
every foul spirit, and a cage of every unclean and hateful bird. 

 

Rev 18:23  And the light of a candle shall shine no more at all in thee; and the  
voice of the bridegroom and of the bride shall be heard no more at all in  
thee: for thy merchants were the great men of the earth; for by thy sorceries  
were all nations deceived. 

 

8) This one-world government headquarters is responsible for the death of  
apostles, prophets, preachers, saints, and for all end-time murders.   

Rev 18:20  Rejoice over her, thou heaven, and ye holy apostles and prophets;  
for God hath avenged you on her. 

 

Rev 18:24  And in her was found the blood of prophets, and of saints, and of  
all that were slain upon the earth. 
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       Notice in vs 4 that God has the same strategy for His people in this city  
as He did for Lot in Sodom. 
 
 

Rev 18:4  And I heard another voice from heaven, saying, Come out of her, my  
people, that ye be not partakers of her sins, and that ye receive not of her  
plagues. 

 

       God has a principle when sin is too far out of hand---Escape.  Why?  So  
that you won't commit the same sins and arrive at the same judgments.  Sin  
is too compelling and too tempting.  Therefore, run; escape! 

 

    9) From vs 8, how will this city (HQ) be destroyed and how long will it take? 
Rev 18:8  Therefore shall her plagues come in one day, death, and mourning,  

and famine; and she shall be utterly burned with fire: for strong is the Lord  
God who judgeth her. 

 

      It will all be destroyed by death, mourning, plagues, famine, and  
burning.  Vss 9, 18 mention the billows of smoke which the kings and  
sailors will see ascend from afar-and it will all be done in one day.  In fact,  
vss 10, 17, 19 say that her destruction came in ONE HOUR.   

      How thorough was the destruction?  Vs 8 says that it was "utterly”  
(totally) burned.  Vs 19 says that "it was made desolate."  But vs 21 is the  
most graphic: 

Rev 18:21  And a mighty angel took up a stone like a great millstone, and cast  
it into the sea, saying, Thus with violence shall that great city Babylon be  
thrown down, and shall be found no more at all. 

 

       Could this be a nuclear bomb, or an earthquake with Babylon sliding into  
the ocean, or a direct judgment of God? 

Rev 16:16  And he gathered them together into a place called in the Hebrew  
tongue Armageddon. 

Rev 16:17  And the seventh angel poured out his vial into the air; and there  
came a great voice out of the temple of heaven, from the throne, saying, It is  
done. 

Rev 16:18  And there were voices, and thunders, and lightnings; and there was  
a great earthquake, such as was not since men were upon the earth, so  
mighty an earthquake, and so great. 

Rev 16:19  And the great city was divided into three parts, and the cities of the  
nations fell: and great Babylon came in remembrance before God, to give  
unto her the cup of the wine of the fierceness of his wrath. 

Rev 16:20  And every island fled away, and the mountains were not found. 
 

 Did you know that: 
   Today, our world is racing toward this one-world government with its  

certain destruction.  Omni magazine said, "The future of money is a one world  
and one economy."  The European magazine wrote, "EC law will have primacy  
and be enforced over every national law."  ie., you will  have to obey EC law  
over US law.  It's coming. 

 

   10) Dr. Lehman Strauss has given us an excellent description of ancient Babylon: 
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      “Babylon was founded by Nimrod, the great-grandson of Noah (Gen. 10:8-10).  
Surviving a series of conflicts, it became one of the most magnificent and  
luxurious cities in the known world. Superbly constructed, it spread over an area of  
fifteen square miles, the Euphrates River flowing diagonally across the city.  The  
famous historian Herodotus said the city was surrounded by a wall 350 feet high  
and 87 feet thick—wide enough for six chariots to drive abreast. Around the top of  
the wall were 250 watchtowers placed in strategic locations. Outside the huge wall  
was a large ditch, or moat, which surrounded the city and was kept filled with  
water from the Euphrates River. The large ditch was meant to serve as an  
additional protection against attacking enemies since any attacking enemy would  
have to cross this body of water first before approaching the great wall. 
 The cost of constructing this military defense was estimated to be in excess of  
one billion dollars.  When we consider the value of a billion dollars, in those days,  
plus the fact that it was all built with slave labor, one can imagine something of the  
wonder and magnificence of this famous city. But in addition to being a bastion for  
protection, Babylon was a place of beauty. The famous hanging gardens of  
Babylon are on record yet today as one of the seven wonders of the world.  
Arranged in an area 400 feet square, and raised in perfectly-cut terraces one above  
the other, they soared to a height of 350 feet. Viewers could make their way to the  
top by means of stairways, which were 10 feet wide.  

Each terrace was covered with a large stone slab topped with a thick layer of 
asphalt, two courses of brick cemented together, and, finally, plates of lead to 
prevent any leakage of water. On top of all this was an abundance of rich, fertile 
earth planted with vines, flowers, shrubs, and trees. From a distance these hanging 
gardens gave the appearance of a beautiful mountainside, when viewed from the 
level plains of the valley. The estimated cost to build this thing of beauty ran into 
hundreds of millions of dollars. 

      The tower of Babel with its temples of worship presented an imposing sight.  
The tower itself sat on a base 300 feet in breadth and rose to a height of 300 feet.  
The one chapel on the top contained an image alone reported to be worth  
$17,500,000 and sacred vessels, used in worshipping Babylonian gods, estimated  
at a value of $200,000,000). In addition to this wealh and grandeur the temple  
contained the most elaborate and expensive furniture ever to adorn any place of  
worship.”         (The Prophecies of Daniel, pp. 147, 148) 
 

    This, then, is what ancient Babylon looked like. And who can doubt that  
the revived Babylon will outshine the glories of the old? As Dr. J. Vernon  
McGee suggests: 

 

      “In this day Babylon will dominate and rule the world; she will have the first  
dictatorship. The stock market will be read from Babylon; Babylon will set the  
styles for the world; a play to be successful will have to be a success in Babylon.  
And everything in the city is in rebellion against   Almighty God and centers in  
Antichrist. No one dreamed that this great city would be judged. Yet by the time  
the sun went down, Babylon was nothing but smoldering ruins. When the news  
goes out the world is stunned, and then begins the wail. The whole world will howl  
when Babylon goes down.”      (Reveling Through Revelation, p. 6) 

 
    11) We shall now note several features involved in the destruction of Babylon. 
 

     a) The source of her destruction—God Himself. (See Rev. 18:8, 20) 
 

     b) The means of her destruction. It would almost seem that atomic power of  
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some sort is used to accomplish this. This is strongly suggested by the  
swiftness of the judgment, the raging fires, and the distance kept by those  
who watched her burn—possibly due to fear of radioactive fallout.  
(See Revelation 18:9, 10, 15, 17,19.) 

 

     c) The reaction to her destruction 
      i. By those on earth 

Rev 18:19  And they cast dust on their heads, and cried, weeping and  
wailing, saying, Alas, alas, that great city, wherein were made rich all  
that had ships in the sea by reason of her costliness! for in one hour is  
she made desolate. 

 

         There are three classes of people who weep over Babylon. They  
are the monarchs (18:9), the merchants (18:11), and the mariners  
(18:17). 

      ii. By those in Heaven 
Rev 18:20  Rejoice over her, thou heaven, and ye holy apostles and  

prophets; for God hath avenged you on her. 
 

     d) There are three events in the tribulation which cause all of Heaven to  
rejoice. 

      i.When Satan is cast out (Rev. 12:12) 
      ii. When Babylon is destroyed (Rev. 18:10) 
      iii.When the Lamb is married to the church (Rev. 19:7) 
 

     e) The reasons for her destruction 
i. The city had become the headquarters of all demonic activity during the  

tribulation (Rev. 18:2). 
      ii. Her devilish pride (Rev. 18:7) 
      iii. Her gross materialism. This wicked city had imported and exported  
        twenty-eight principal items of merchandise, beginning with gold and  
        ending with the bodies of men (Rev. 18:12, 13). 
      iv. Her drug activities (Rev. 18:23) 
      v. Her bloodshedding (Rev. 18:24)     [Taken from Willmington]    

So the Babylons of Revelation 17-18 represent the one-world ecumenical 
church of apostasy (17) and the one-world government and economic system (18). 
 Note:  The two Babylons are but two sides of one system which starts out as  
the rise of a world church.  Working with the Antichrist, the False Prophet  
supplies the ecclesiastical side with influence and riches, and the world profits in  
economic ways.  Apparently the economic side of this system survives the  
destruction of the ecclesiastical side until after the tribulation period. 

 
 S. The Marriage Supper of the Lamb   (Rev. 19:1-10) 
 

  1. The four hallelujahs 19:1-6 
Rev 19:1  And after these things I heard a great voice of much people in heaven,  

saying, Alleluia; Salvation, and glory, and honour, and power, unto the Lord our  
God: 

Rev 19:2  For true and righteous are his judgments: for he hath judged the great  
whore, which did corrupt the earth with her fornication, and hath avenged the  
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blood of his servants at her hand. 
Rev 19:3  And again they said, Alleluia. And her smoke rose up for ever and ever. 
Rev 19:4  And the four and twenty elders and the four beasts fell down and  

worshipped God that sat on the throne, saying, Amen; Alleluia. 
Rev 19:5  And a voice came out of the throne, saying, Praise our God, all ye his  

servants, and ye that fear him, both small and great. 
Rev 19:6  And I heard as it were the voice of a great multitude, and as the voice of  

many waters, and as the voice of mighty thunderings, saying, Alleluia: for the  
Lord God omnipotent reigneth. 

 

   a. Hallelujah is the Hebrew expression used frequently in the Psalms and means  
“praise to Jehovah.”  Psalms 146-150 begins and ends this wonderful word,  
“Hallelujah.”  The only NT occurrences of “Hallelujah” are in Rev 19 where it  
occurs four times. 

 

   b. Newell says that except for in individual’s lives, there was no reason for  
Hallelujahs prior to this.  When Christ came as a babe, he was sought to be  
killed.  His own received Him not.  But now that Babylonian system is  
destroyed forever, all can say, “Hallelujah.” 

 

   c. The first Hallelujah  19:1  Much people in Heaven 
    The second Hallelujah 19:3  Repeat 
    The third Hallelujah  19:4  twenty-four elders and four beasts 
    The fourth Hallelujah 19:6  Great multitude 
 
  2. The marriage and the marriage supper 19:7-10 

Rev 19:7  Let us be glad and rejoice, and give honour to him: for the marriage of the  
Lamb is come, and his wife hath made herself ready. 

Rev 19:8  And to her was granted that she should be arrayed in fine linen, clean and  
white: for the fine linen is the righteousness of saints. 

Rev 19:9  And he saith unto me, Write, Blessed are they which are called unto the  
marriage supper of the Lamb. And he saith unto me, These are the true sayings of  
God. 

Rev 19:10  And I fell at his feet to worship him. And he said unto me, See thou do it  
not: I am thy fellowservant, and of thy brethren that have the testimony of Jesus:  
worship God: for the testimony of Jesus is the spirit of prophecy. 

 

   a. Dr. Lehman Strauss writes: “Has it ever occurred to you…that at the marriage of  
the Bride to the Lamb, each of us will be wearing the wedding garment of our  
own making?”  The righteousness of the saints is their righteous acts which  
make up their wedding garment of “fine linen, clean and white.” 

 

   b. No doubt, certain preparations had to be made for Jewish marriages, which  
occurred in  stages. 

 

    1) The Betrothal---For the bridegroom, the Holy Spirit has come to secure a bride  
and is wooing us to Christ in salvation during the church age (ie., from the  
Day of Pentecost to the rapture).  This is the betrothal period right now until  
the rapture. 

2 Cor. 11:2  For I am jealous over you with godly jealousy: for I have espoused  
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 you to one husband, that I may present you as a chaste virgin to Christ. 
 
    2) The Presentation---The marriage ceremony followed.  And the marriage of  

Christ and His bride (church) follows the rapture. 
 
    3) The Marriage Feast---This was a time of celebration of the wedding, including  

guests.  (Matthew 22:1-10) 
 
   c. The Scripture teaches: 
     Father:  God is the Heavenly Father 
     Wife:   He espoused Israel (mother, the woman).  Israel became an  

adulterous wife.  (Ezekiel 16:32, 33)   eg., Gomer in Hosea  
represents Israel. 

     Son:   The woman (Israel in the person of Mary) had a Son named Jesus. 
     Son's Bride:  Who could it be? 
 

   Hints---    
    1) Those for whom He has paid as the Lamb. (It's the marriage supper of the  

Lamb.) 
    2) Eph 5:25-32 corresponds husband to Christ and the wives to the church. 
    3) In II Cor 11:2,  "You" represents the church at Corinth (a chaste virgin)  

espoused to one husband representing Christ.   
    4) From Rom 7:4,  "You" is the wife which is implied by "married to" AND  

Christ is the husband implied by "him". 
 

      So, who is the bride?   The New Testament church who has been saved or  
born again, is the bride.  I say that so we will understand that the bride is not  
organized religion NOR churches NOR every member of a church NOR every  
church attender.  The bride consists only of those He has "cleansed...with the  
washing of the water by the word."  The bride consists only of those who have  
heard the Word of God and trusted Christ as Saviour.    

 

   d. NOTE:  Just as the first Adam was earthly and had his God-given wife (Eve), so  
Christ (the second Adam--I Cor 15:21-22, 45-50; Rom 5:12-21) was spiritual  
and must have a God-given wife (the church). 

 

   e. Great Bible scholars such as Scofield, Spurgeon, Larkin, Matthew Henry, and  
Dwight Pentecost agree that the church alone is the bride. 

 

f. However, there is a question to address regarding the marriage and the bride.  The  
bride in Rev 21:1-2, 9-10 is described as the new Jerusalem. 

 

Rev 21:1  And I saw a new heaven and a new earth: for the first heaven and the  
first earth were passed away; and there was no more sea. 

Rev 21:2  And I John saw the holy city, new Jerusalem, coming down from God  
out of heaven, prepared as a bride adorned for her husband. 

 
Rev 21:9  And there came unto me one of the seven angels which had the seven  

vials full of the seven last plagues, and talked with me, saying, Come hither, I  
will show thee the bride, the Lamb's wife. 

Rev 21:10  And he carried me away in the spirit to a great and high mountain, and  
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showed me that great city, the holy Jerusalem, descending out of heaven from  
God, 

 

      Certainly, the church will compose the new Jerusalem, but so will the Old  
Testament saints, the Great Tribulation saints (martyrs), AND the 144,000  
Jews---ie., all of God's people through all of the ages.   

      Let's see if we can understand this passage. 
   

    1) There are two resurrections in Scripture: 
John 5:28  Marvel not at this: for the hour is coming, in the which all that are  

in the graves shall hear his voice, 
John 5:29  And shall come forth; they that have done good, unto the  

resurrection of life; and they that have done evil, unto the resurrection of  
damnation. 

 

Acts 24:15  And have hope toward God, which they themselves also allow,  
that there shall be a resurrection of the dead, both of the just and unjust. 

 

       The "just" will be raised to life.  This will come first at the rapture.  The  
“unjust" will be raised to damnation.  This follows at the great white throne  
judgment after the Millennium.  Rev 20:5, 11-15 places these two  
resurrections 1007+ years apart. 

 

    2) Examine the first resurrection (of the just).  Rev 20:5 says, "This is the first  
      resurrection,” and vs 6 says, "Blessed and holy is he that hath part in the  

first resurrection: on such the second death hath no power..."   
       What is the second death?  Rev 20:14 says, "The lake of fire.  This is the  

second death."  So, those who are part of the first resurrection won't go to  
hell.  Those in the second resurrection will!  Who is included in the first  
resurrection? 

 

     a) Christ (He is risen)--I Cor 15:23.  He is the firstfruits---(Rev 1:5) and the  
Bridegroom. 

     b) The Old Testament saints (who will not be raptured) were raised with  
Christ.  (Dan 12:1-3; Heb 11:10, 16; Eph 4:8) 

     c) The church (those in Christ) will be raptured ---I Thess 4:16.  This is the  
bride. 

     d) The tribulation saints (martyrs)---Rev 20:4-6 
     e) The 144,000 Jews---Rev 14:1-5 
 

    3) How do these who have been resurrected to life, fit in at the marriage supper? 
      Bible scholars do not agree here.  
     a) Look at the Heavenly Jerusalem and who is present: 

Heb 12:22  But ye are come unto mount Sion, and unto the city of the living  
God, the heavenly Jerusalem, and to an innumerable company of angels, 

Heb 12:23  To the general assembly and church of the firstborn, which are  
written in heaven, and to God the Judge of all, and to the spirits of just  
men made perfect, 

Heb 12:24  And to Jesus the mediator of the new covenant, and to the blood  
of sprinkling, that speaketh better things than that of Abel. 
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      *angels              * the general assembly (OT) 
      *Church of the firstborn        *God 
      *Spirits of just men (tribulation saints)    *Blood 
      *Jesus               
 

     b) Rev 19:9 says, "Blessed are they which are called to the marriage supper of  
the Lamb." 

 

     c) Matt 22:10 refers to them in the parable as "guests." 
 
    4) We conclude then that these three groups will be guests at the marriage of the  
      bride (church) and the bridegroom (Christ).  The friend of the bridegroom,  
      John the Baptist, will be there, too (John 3:29).   

John 3:29  He that hath the bride is the bridegroom: but the friend of the  
bridegroom, which standeth and heareth him, rejoiceth greatly because of  
the bridegroom's voice: this my joy therefore is fulfilled. 

 

       There are two distinct happenings here:  The wedding and the wedding  
supper.  One is the occasion itself, and the other is the celebration of that  
occasion.  The wedding is between the bridegroom (Christ) and the bride  
(the church).  But then to the wedding supper is invited the many guests.   
No bride needs an invitation to her own wedding. 

       In the wedding, the focus is the bride.  In the supper, the focus is the  
guests.  Every wedding that has ever been performed has looked to this  
great day and pattern according to Eph 5:25, 31-32. 

Eph 5:25  Husbands, love your wives, even as Christ also loved the church,  
and gave himself for it; 

 

Eph 5:31  For this cause shall a man leave his father and mother, and shall be  
joined unto his wife, and they two shall be one flesh. 

Eph 5:32  This is a great mystery: but I speak concerning Christ and the  
church. 

 

      God appointed the first wedding in Gen 2.  Jesus attended a wedding in  
Cana of Galilee where He performed His first miracle of turning the water  
to wine. 

       Perhaps, the new Jerusalem will be "a time of setting up house after a  
millennial honeymoon." 

 

   g. When will this marriage supper occur?  (Evidently, right after the destruction of  
Babylon) Where will this marriage and supper occur?  (in Heaven, vs 6) 

     
 T. The Second Coming of Christ   (Rev. 19:11-21) 
 

  1. The description of the king 
Rev 19:11  And I saw heaven opened, and behold a white horse; and he that sat upon  

him was called Faithful and True, and in righteousness he doth judge and make  
war. 

Rev 19:12  His eyes were as a flame of fire, and on his head were many crowns; and  
he had a name written, that no man knew, but he himself. 

Rev 19:13  And he was clothed with a vesture dipped in blood: and his name is  
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called The Word of God. 
 

Rev 19:15  And out of his mouth goeth a sharp sword, that with it he should smite  
the nations: and he shall rule them with a rod of iron: and he treadeth the  
winepress of the fierceness and wrath of Almighty God. 

Rev 19:16  And he hath on his vesture and on his thigh a name written, KING OF  
KINGS,  AND LORD OF LORDS. 

 

     The King can only be our Lord Jesus Christ. 
 

    a. His place of departure---  Heaven 
 

    b. His transportation---    a white horse 
 

    c. His descriptive character---  Faithful and True 
      What character do you suppose He deems  

important in us? (faithfulness and honesty) 
 

    d. His work---       Judge and make war (in righteousness. ie., not  
                without a righteous purpose) 
 

    e. His countenance---    Eyes like flames 
 

    f. His head covering---    many crowns (from us) 
Rev 4:10  The four and twenty elders fall down before him that sat on the  

throne, and  worship him that liveth for ever and ever, and cast their crowns  
before the throne, saying, 

Rev 4:11  Thou art worthy, O Lord, to receive glory and honour and power: for  
thou hast created all things, and for thy pleasure they are and were created. 

 

    g. His name written---    No man knew it; only He Himself. Later, this is  
identified in 19:16 as King of Kings and Lord  
of Lords.  It’s inscribed on His vesture  
(clothing) and thigh. 

 

    h. His wardrobe---     Vesture dipped with blood (shed on Calvary).   
This blood still identifies Him in the future so  

as to remind men of what they did to Him  
(just as the nailprints do). 

 

    i. His name called---     Word of God.  Christ is the living Word. 
John 1:1  In the beginning was the Word, and the Word was with God, and  

the Word was God. 
 

John 1:14  And the Word was made flesh, and dwelt among us, (and we  
beheld his glory, the glory as of the only begotten of the Father,) full of  
grace and truth. 

 
 

 
 
    j. His weapons---  
     1) Sharp sword out of His mouth (His Word) by which He smites the nations 

Eph 6:17  And take the helmet of salvation, and the sword of the Spirit,  
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which is the word of God: 
 

Heb 4:12  For the word of God is quick, and powerful, and sharper than any 
 twoedged sword, piercing even to the dividing asunder of soul and spirit,  

and of the joints and marrow, and is a discerner of the thoughts and  
intents of the heart. 

 

     2) Rod of iron by which He rules the nations 
 

    k. His purpose--- To tread out the fierceness of the wrath of God who has all  
power.    

 
  2. The description of the king’s armies 

Rev 19:14  And the armies which were in heaven followed him upon white horses,  
clothed in fine linen, white and clean. 

 

     Hey, that’s what the bride is wearing in 19:8.  They are spotless white and  
pure.  Again, we read about His armies in Matt 24:31. 

Mat 24:31  And he shall send his angels with a great sound of a trumpet, and they  
shall gather together his elect from the four winds, from one end of heaven to the  
other. 

 
  3. The description of the angel (addressing all the birds of the air) 

Rev 19:17  And I saw an angel standing in the sun; and he cried with a loud voice,  
saying to all the fowls that fly in the midst of heaven, Come and gather yourselves  
together unto the supper of the great God; 

Rev 19:18  That ye may eat the flesh of kings, and the flesh of captains, and the flesh  
of mighty men, and the flesh of horses, and of them that sit on them, and the flesh  
of all men, both free and bond, both small and great. 

 

Rev 19:21  And the remnant were slain with the sword of him that sat upon the  
horse, which sword proceeded out of his mouth: and all the fowls were filled with  
their flesh. 

 

     The picture here is of a huge bloodbath and birdfeeder of human and  
horseflesh.  ie., when the king comes, there will be a great destruction on the  
earth.  No one, small or great, will be left out.  They chose to walk after the flesh.   
And now, their flesh must be devoured literally. 

 

  4. The description of the Antichrist and the kings of the earth and their armies 
Rev 19:19  And I saw the beast, and the kings of the earth, and their armies, gathered  

together to make war against him that sat on the horse, and against his army. 
 

    Again, the beast = antichrist.  Notice who declares war on whom.  They are  
gathered to make war with Jesus Christ and His army.  Christ is still on the horse. 

 
  5. The description of the disposal of the antichrist and the false prophet 

Rev 19:20  And the beast was taken, and with him the false prophet that wrought  
miracles before him, with which he deceived them that had received the mark of  
the beast, and them that worshipped his image. These both were cast alive into a  
lake of fire burning with brimstone. 
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     Accent the word, “alive.”  The antichrist and false prophet are not systems or  
philosophies.  They will be real persons who are one day cast alive into the lake  
of fire which is a real place. 

     Here’s where we get our first ideas of what the lake of fire is like.  While it is  
full of torment and pain, both the antichrist and the false prophet are seen there  
1000 years later.  Rev 20 is the best description of the changes made during and  
after the millennium.  At the end of the 1000-year reign of Christ, notice what it  
says. 

Rev 20:10  And the devil that deceived them was cast into the lake of fire and  
brimstone, where the beast and the false prophet are, and shall be tormented day  
and night for ever and ever. 

 

    The lake of fire will be a terrible place to have to live in forever with its  
torment day and night without relief.  Again, we are motivated both to be right  
with God ourselves and to win all we can to the Lord. 

    Today, the lake of fire is empty, but it won’t be long.  The order of entry into  
the lake of fire: 

  

  a. 1st  Antichrist and False Prophet          (19:20) 
   b. 2nd Devil                  (20:10) 
   c. 3rd  Those whose names are not found in the book of life (20:15) 
 
  6. The abyss 

    The “abyss” (20:1) is the home of evil spirits and demons.  Note here that this  
   angel is given power to accomplish SIX things: 

 

   a. 20:2  lays hold of the Dragon 
   b. 20:2  binds him for 1000 years 
   c. 20:3  throws him into the abyss 
   d. 20:3  shuts the abyss 
   e. 20:3  seals the abyss 
   f. 20:3  looses Satan when the 1000 years are up 
 

   This second coming of Christ at the Battle of Armageddon and the putting  
  down of the Antichrist and their rulers culminates the 7-year Great Tribulation  

period which we have been studying since Revelation 6.   
  Review:  The sequence of the end-time events includes:  

   1) The rapture of the Church; 
    2) The 7-year Great Tribulation with the antichrist arising as the global ruler; 
    3) The gathering of the armies of the earth under the antichrist to fight against  

God at Armageddon; 
    4) The second coming of Christ to defeat the armies of the antichrist at  

Armageddon; 
   5) The Antichrist and the False Prophet are cast into the lake of fire (Rev 19:20); 

    6) The Devil is bound 1000 years (Rev 20:2-3); 
 

   Now we continue with the vision of the things which shall be hereafter.  After  
the second coming of Christ and the day of the Lord at Armageddon will be ... 

 
 U. The Millennial Reign of Christ 
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Rev 20:1  And I saw an angel come down from heaven, having the key of the  
bottomless pit and a great chain in his hand. 

Rev 20:2  And he laid hold on the dragon, that old serpent, which is the Devil, and  
Satan, and bound him a thousand years, 

Rev 20:3  And cast him into the bottomless pit, and shut him up, and set a seal upon  
him, that he should deceive the nations no more, till the thousand years should be  
fulfilled: and after that he must be loosed a little season. 

 
    The 1000-year rule of Christ (called the millennium) is the seventh end-time  

event on God's agenda.  
 
  1. There are several NAMES for the millennium since the word, "millennium", does not  

occur in the Bible.  (MILLE = 1000  &  ANNUS = year;  ie., 1000 years) 
   

   a. In Rev 20:4, 6, it is called the 1000-year reign of Christ. 
Rev 20:4  And I saw thrones, and they sat upon them, and judgment was given  

unto them: and I saw the souls of them that were beheaded for the witness of  
Jesus, and for the  word of God, and which had not worshipped the beast,  
neither his image, neither had received his mark upon their foreheads, or in  
their hands; and they lived and reigned with Christ a thousand years. 

 

Rev 20:6  Blessed and holy is he that hath part in the first resurrection: on such  
the second death hath no power, but they shall be priests of God and of Christ,  
and shall reign with him a thousand years. 

 

   b. The Millennium is called "the world (or age) to come."   
Mat 12:32  And whosoever speaketh a word against the Son of man, it shall be  

forgiven him: but whosoever speaketh against the Holy Ghost, it shall not be  
forgiven him, neither in this world, neither in the world to come. 

 

Mark 10:30  But he shall receive an hundredfold now in this time, houses, and  
brethren, and sisters, and mothers, and children, and lands, with persecutions;  
and in the world to come eternal life. 

 

   c. The Millennium is called "the times of restitution of all things" (ie., restoration). 
Acts 3:20  And he shall send Jesus Christ, which before was preached unto you: 
Acts 3:21  Whom the heaven must receive until the times of restitution of all  

things, which God hath spoken by the mouth of all his holy prophets since the  
world began. 

 

  2. The purpose of this 1000-year reign of Christ is: 
  

   a. To put down all rebellion and to place all of Christ's enemies under His feet 
1 Cor 15:24  Then cometh the end, when he shall have delivered up the kingdom  

to God, even the Father; when he shall have put down all rule and all authority  
and power. 

1 Cor 15:25  For he must reign, till he hath put all enemies under his feet. 
1 Cor 15:26  The last enemy that shall be destroyed is death. 
1 Cor 15:27  For he hath put all things under his feet. But when he saith all things  

are put under him, it is manifest that he is excepted, which did put all things  
under him. 
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1 Cor 15:28  And when all things shall be subdued unto him, then shall the Son  
also himself be subject unto him that put all things under him, that God may be  
all in all. 

 

   b. To fulfill God's covenants with the Jews through Abraham, Isaac, Jacob, David. 
   c. To exalt and reward the saints 
   d. To restore the earth to its rightful owners 
   e. To fulfill all prophecy 
 
  3. Who are the DWELLERS during the Millennium? (besides Christ) 
 

   a. The saints will rule and reign with Christ for the 1000 years. 
   b. The believing Jews and Gentiles will be there. 
   c. All of Israel who are left will be there. 
   d. The surviving Gentiles will be subject to Israel. 
 
  4. The Bible DESCRIPTION of the Millennium includes: 
 

   a. The martyred tribulation saints who will rule with Christ as kings and priests in 
their resurrected bodies. 

Rev 20:4  And I saw thrones, and they sat upon them, and judgment was given  
unto them: and I saw the souls of them that were beheaded for the witness of  
Jesus, and for the  word of God, and which had not worshipped the beast,  
neither his image, neither had received his mark upon their foreheads, or in  
their hands; and they lived and reigned with Christ a thousand years. 

 

   b. The 12 apostles will have authority over the 12 tribes of Israel. 
Mat 19:28  And Jesus said unto them, Verily I say unto you, That ye which have  

followed me, in the regeneration when the Son of man shall sit in the throne of  
his glory, ye also shall sit upon twelve thrones, judging the twelve tribes of  
Israel. 

 
   c. The light will be seven times brighter then.  (Isa 30:26; 60:19-20) 
 
   d. Life will be lengthened during the Millennium. In that day there will be 100-year- 

old babies. 
Isa 65:20  There shall be no more thence an infant of days, nor an old man that  

hath not filled his days: for the child shall die an hundred years old; but the  
sinner being an hundred years old shall be accursed. 

 

Isa 65:22  They shall not build, and another inhabit; they shall not plant, and  
another eat: for as the days of a tree are the days of my people, and mine elect  
shall long enjoy the work of their hands. 

 
   e. There will be a perfect correlation between responsibilities assumed and privileges  

enjoyed.  If you build, you will live in your house.  If you plant, you will eat.   
If you work, you will enjoy the benefits all to the full.  There will be no taxes, 

 no bill collectors, no insurance, no red tape of bureaucracy, no old age, and no  
retirement.  God will anticipate your (our) needs. 

Isa 65:21  And they shall build houses, and inhabit them; and they shall plant  
vineyards, and eat the fruit of them. 
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Isa 65:22  They shall not build, and another inhabit; they shall not plant, and  
another eat: for as the days of a tree are the days of my people, and mine elect  
shall long enjoy the work of their hands. 

Isa 65:23  They shall not labour in vain, nor bring forth for trouble; for they are  
the seed of the blessed of the LORD, and their offspring with them. 

Isa 65:24  And it shall come to pass, that before they call, I will answer; and while  
they are yet speaking, I will hear. 

 
   f. The Millennium will be like the Garden of Eden.  The wolf and the lamb, the lion  

and the bullock, AND the leopard and the goat will all cooperate.  Serpents  
will be tame AND a  child will be able to play with and LEAD these animals  
around.  God's creation will once again be in perfect harmony.  There'll be no  
more vicious attacks. 

Isa 11:4  But with righteousness shall he judge the poor, and reprove with equity  
for the meek of the earth: and he shall smite the earth with the rod of his  
mouth, and with the breath of his lips shall he slay the wicked. 

 

Isa 11:6  The wolf also shall dwell with the lamb, and the leopard shall lie down  
with the kid; and the calf and the young lion and the fatling together; and a  
little child shall lead  them. 

 

Isa 65:25  The wolf and the lamb shall feed together, and the lion shall eat straw  
like the bullock: and dust shall be the serpent's meat. They shall not hurt nor  
destroy in all my holy mountain, saith the LORD. 

 

   g. The land will be restored. (Isa 35) 
 

   h. Jerusalem will be the center of the Millennium and the temple will be restored. 
 

   i. The key words describing the Millennium will be righteousness and peace. 
 

      1) Mt 25:37---Only the righteous will be permitted there. 
      2) Isa 60:21---The people also shall be righteous. 
      3) Isa 26:2---Zion's gates open so "that the righteous nation...may enter." 
      4) Mal 4:2---The sun of righteousness shall rise with healing. 
      5) Isa 46:13---I bring near my righteousness. 
      6) Psm 110:4; Heb 7:2---He is the king of righteousness. 
      7) Isa 32:18---We will dwell in peaceful habitation. 
      8) Isa 60:17---Zion's officers shall be peace, her exactors righteousness. 
      9) Psm 85:10---Righteousness and peace have kissed each other. 
    10) Psm 72:7---In his days shall the righteous flourish and abundance of peace. 
    11) Isa 1:26---Zion shall be called "the city of righteousness". 
    12) Isa 32:1---Messiah will reign in righteousness. 
    13) Isa 11:4-5---Righteousness will be the girdle of his loins. 
      (also see Isa 11:5; 16:5; 24:5; 61:3; Psm 96:10; 51:19; Mal 3:3, 18)  
    14) Isa 61:11---Christ will cause righteousness...to spring forth before all nations. 

    Love, joy, holiness, obedience, justice, healing, prosperity, and worship will  
    characterize the millennium. 

 

   j. The Millennial rule of Christ is mentioned six times in six verses in Revelation 20. 
Rev 20:2  And he laid hold on the dragon, that old serpent, which is the Devil, and  
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Satan, and bound him a thousand years,  [The Devil is bound.] 
Rev 20:3  And cast him into the bottomless pit, and shut him up, and set a seal  

upon him, that he should deceive the nations no more, till the thousand years  
should be fulfilled: and after that he must be loosed a little season.   
[The Devil is loosed afterward.(vs 7)] 

Rev 20:4  And I saw thrones, and they sat upon them, and judgment was given  
unto them: and I saw the souls of them that were beheaded for the witness of  
Jesus, and for the  word of God, and which had not worshipped the beast,  
neither his image, neither had received his mark upon their foreheads, or in  
their hands; and they lived and reigned with Christ a thousand years.  
[Saints reign with the Lord.] 

Rev 20:5  But the rest of the dead lived not again until the thousand years were  
finished. This is the first resurrection. [The first resurrection.] 

Rev 20:6  Blessed and holy is he that hath part in the first resurrection: on such  
the second death hath no power, but they shall be priests of God and of Christ,  
and shall reign with him a thousand years.  [The first resurrection] 

Rev 20:7  And when the thousand years are expired, Satan shall be loosed out of  
his prison, 

 
 V. The First Resurrection of Revelation  
    The term “first” resurrection (20:5) does not refer to the event, but to the ORDER  

God has for the raising of the dead.  All saved and martyred saints are raised before  
those dead without Christ.  We’ve already referred to this before. 

 
  1. The saved are resurrected in the first resurrection.   

Rev 20:5  But the rest of the dead lived not again until the thousand years were  
finished. This  is the first resurrection.  [ie.,  first resurrection will be before the 1000 years] 

Rev 20:6  Blessed and holy is he that hath part in the first resurrection: on such the  
second death hath no power, but they shall be priests of God and of Christ, and  
shall reign with him a thousand years. [The second death is the lake of fire; Those in the  
first resurrection rule with Christ for the 1000-year millennium.] 

 

John 5:29  And shall come forth; they that have done good, unto the resurrection of  
life; and  they that have done evil, unto the resurrection of damnation. 

 

Dan 12:2  And many of them that sleep in the dust of the earth shall awake, some to 
 everlasting life, and some to shame and everlasting contempt. 

 
     Included in this resurrection will be the OT saints, church saints (in the  

rapture), and the tribulation saints. 
 
  2. All the lost are resurrected in the second resurrection to the great white throne  

judgment to be sent to the lake of fire with the Satanic trio.  John 5:29 points to  
this resurrection of damnation and Daniel 12:2 calls it an awaking to everlasting  
contempt. 

 
 W. The Last Rebellion 

   After the 1000-year reign of Christ, the Devil will “kick up his heels” one more  
time. 
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Rev 20:2  And he laid hold on the dragon, that old serpent, which is the Devil, and  
Satan, and bound him a thousand years, 

Rev 20:3  And cast him into the bottomless pit, and shut him up, and set a seal upon  
him, that he should deceive the nations no more, till the thousand years should be  
fulfilled: and after that he must be loosed a little season. 

 
Rev 20:7  And when the thousand years are expired, Satan shall be loosed out of his  

prison, 
Rev 20:8  And shall go out to deceive the nations which are in the four quarters of the  

earth, Gog and Magog, to gather them together to battle: the number of whom is as  
the sand of the sea. 

 
 X. The Great White Throne Judgment 

   At the end of the millennium (1000-year reign of Christ), after Satan's loosing and  
ultimate judgment (Rev 20:10), God will resurrect every lost person to face Him at  
the great white throne judgment.   

Rev 20:10  And the devil that deceived them was cast into the lake of fire and  
brimstone, where the beast and the false prophet are, and shall be tormented day and  
night for ever and ever. 

 
  1. This judgment is described in Rev 20:11-15. 

Rev 20:11  And I saw a great white throne, and him that sat on it, from whose face  
the earth and the heaven fled away; and there was found no place for them. 

Rev 20:12  And I saw the dead, small and great, stand before God; and the books  
were opened: and another book was opened, which is the book of life: and the  
dead were judged out of those things which were written in the books, according  
to their works. 

Rev 20:13  And the sea gave up the dead which were in it; and death and hell  
delivered up the dead which were in them: and they were judged every man  
according to their works. 

Rev 20:14  And death and hell were cast into the lake of fire. This is the second  
death. 

Rev 20:15  And whosoever was not found written in the book of life was cast into  
the lake of  fire. 

 

   a. In 20:11, John saw by revelation, the great white throne.  He saw Who was on the  
throne. 

 
   b. In 20:12, John saw those who stood before the throne and the books from which  

they were judged. 
 
   c. In 20:13, there were more added to the number.  In summary, death (physical  

bodies from their tombs) and hell (soul and spirits of the departed lost) were  
brought before the great white throne judgment. 

 
   d. In 20:14, they were cast into the lake of fire, also called the second death. 
 

e. In 20:15, we find the clarification of exactly who will go to this second death and  
be  tormented forever. 
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  2. The judge at this great white throne judgment will be God, (vs 12) along with Christ  
     (John 5:22, 27). 

John 5:22  For the Father judgeth no man, but hath committed all judgment unto the  
Son: 

 
John 5:27  And hath given him authority to execute judgment also, because he is the  

Son of man. 
 
John 5:29  And shall come forth; they that have done good, unto the resurrection of  

life; and they that have done evil, unto the resurrection of damnation. [at the Great  
White Throne] 

 

  3. This great white throne judgment will NOT be for everyone.   
    The Bible never teaches a general judgment.  Those who will face the Judge  

will be "the dead" who died without Christ as Savior.  (vs 12-13; John 5:29)  The  
"dead" represents the bodies of the deceased lost, while "hell" refers to the  
soul/spirit of those same deceased who were lost without Christ.  Together, they  
will be re-united to stand before God, to be judged and to be sent to the lake of  
fire, the eternal Hell. 

 
  4. Exactly when will this great white throne judgment occur?  

    This judgment will occur (as we have said) directly after the millennium (vs 2- 
7), after Satan's final rebellion (vs 8-9), but before the new Heaven and new earth  
(21:1). 

 
  5. What will be the basis for this great white throne judgment? 
   

   a. The "secrets of men" 
Rom 2:16  In the day when God shall judge the secrets of men by Jesus Christ  

according to my gospel. 
 
   b. "Every idle word" 

Mat 12:36  But I say unto you, That every idle word that men shall speak, they  
shall give account thereof in the day of judgment. 

 
   c. That their personal name is not in the book of life.  This is a choice each person  

makes now during this present church age by rejecting the opportunity to  
receive Christ as his personal Savior. 

Rev 20:15  And whosoever was not found written in the book of life was cast  
into the lake of fire. 

 
   d. "According to their works (or deeds)" 

Rom 2:5  But after thy hardness and impenitent heart treasurest up unto thyself  
wrath against the day of wrath and revelation of the righteous judgment of  
God; 

Rom 2:6  Who will render to every man according to his deeds: 
 

1 Pet 1:17  And if ye call on the Father, who without respect of persons judgeth  
according to every man's work, pass the time of your sojourning here in fear: 
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Rev 20:12  And I saw the dead, small and great, stand before God; and the books  
were opened: and another book was opened, which is the book of life: and the  
dead were judged out of those things which were written in the books,  
according to their works. 

Rev 20:13  And the sea gave up the dead which were in it; and death and hell  
delivered up the dead which were in them: and they were judged every man  
according to their works. 

 
   e. From the books opened 
    1)  “Books”  -containing the works of the lost dead, already written down. (20:12). 
    2)  “Book of Life” -containing the names of those who have been born again. 
    
  6. What type of judgment (punishment) will be meted out at the great white throne? 

    ALL will receive the fire and torment of hell (Rev 20:15) as we have stated.   
Again, remember that no believers will be at this judgment receiving punishment.   
This will only be for those who died without salvation through Christ. 

 
  7. What will be the length of the punishment of the lost? 

    The length of the punishment will be eternal, never-ending, forever and ever  
Mat 25:41  Then shall he say also unto them on the left hand, Depart from me, ye  

cursed, into everlasting fire, prepared for the devil and his angels: 
 

Mat 25:46  And these shall go away into everlasting punishment: but the righteous  
into life eternal. 

 

Heb 6:2  Of the doctrine of baptisms, and of laying on of hands, and of resurrection  
of the dead, and of eternal judgment. 

 

Rev 20:10  And the devil that deceived them was cast into the lake of fire and  
brimstone, where the beast and the false prophet are, and shall be tormented day  
and night for ever and ever. 

 

Rev 20:15  And whosoever was not found written in the book of life was cast into  
the lake of fire. 

 
 Y. The new Heaven and the new earth 

Rev 21:1  And I saw a new heaven and a new earth: for the first heaven and the first  
earth were passed away; and there was no more sea. 

 

Isa 65:17  For, behold, I create new heavens and a new earth: and the former shall not  
be  remembered, nor come into mind. 

 

Isa 66:22  For as the new heavens and the new earth, which I will make, shall remain  
before me, saith the LORD, so shall your seed and your name remain. 

 

2 Pet 3:13  Nevertheless we, according to his promise, look for new heavens and a new  
earth, wherein dwelleth righteousness. 

 

    We finally reach the eternal grand finale of the endtime events---the new Heaven  
and the new earth. 
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  1. Rev 21 gives an extensive description of the new Jerusalem coming down from God  
out of Heaven (21:10).  This city allows: 

   a. no tears,           d. no crying,  
   b. no death,          e. no pain (21:4), and  
   c. no sorrow,          f. nothing which defiles (21:27).   
 

Rev 21:4  And God shall wipe away all tears from their eyes; and there shall be no  
more death, neither sorrow, nor crying, neither shall there be any more pain: for  
the former things are passed away. 

 

Rev 21:10  And he carried me away in the spirit to a great and high mountain, and  
showed me that great city, the holy Jerusalem, descending out of heaven from  
God, 

 

Rev 21:27  And there shall in no wise enter into it any thing that defileth, neither  
whatsoever worketh abomination, or maketh a lie: but they which are written in  
the Lamb's book of life. 

 
  2. Further, this city has  
   a. no curse (22:3),         perfect restoration 
   b. no sea (21:1)         perfect water supply 
   c. no old heaven nor old earth (21:1),   perfect atmosphere 
   d. no Temple (21:22),        perfect worship 
   e. no sun (21:23),         perfect illumination (no night or artificial  

shining) 
   f. no moon (21:23), and         “ 
   g. no night or candle (21:25).       “ 

Rev 21:1  And I saw a new heaven and a new earth: for the first heaven and the  
first earth were passed away; and there was no more sea. 

 

Rev 21:22  And I saw no temple therein: for the Lord God Almighty and the Lamb  
are the temple of it. 

Rev 21:23  And the city had no need of the sun, neither of the moon, to shine in it:  
for the glory of God did lighten it, and the Lamb is the light thereof. 

 

Rev 21:25  And the gates of it shall not be shut at all by day: for there shall be no  
night there. 

 

Rev 22:3  And there shall be no more curse: but the throne of God and of the Lamb  
shall be in it; and his servants shall serve him: 

 
  3. Rev 21:8 even gives a list of who won't be there, which includes:   
   a. the fearful,          e. whoremongers,  
   b. unbelieving,         f. sorcerers,   
   c. abominable,         g. idolaters, and 
   d. murderers,           h. all liars. 
   e. dogs (homosexuals or heathen)       

Rev 21:8  But the fearful, and unbelieving, and the abominable, and murderers,  
and whoremongers, and sorcerers, and idolaters, and all liars, shall have their  
part in the lake which burneth with fire and brimstone: which is the second death. 
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Rev 22:15  For without are dogs, and sorcerers, and whoremongers, and  
murderers, and idolaters, and whosoever loveth and maketh a lie. 

  
  4. A description is also given of what will be there.  This list includes  
   a. the fountain of the water of life,  
   b. a clear river flowing from the throne of God,  
   c. the tree of life with 12 healing fruits, and  
   d. the Lamb as the light.   
   e. It also has a great tall wall of jasper (vs 12),  
   f. with 12 foundations of precious stones (vs 14),  
   g. with 12 gates of pearl, and  
   h. 12 angels, as well as  
   i. street of gold (vss 18-21). 
 

Rev 21:12  And had a wall great and high, and had twelve gates, and at the gates  
twelve angels, and names written thereon, which are the names of the twelve  
tribes of the children of Israel: 

 

Rev 21:14  And the wall of the city had twelve foundations, and in them the names  
of the twelve apostles of the Lamb. 

 

Rev 21:18  And the building of the wall of it was of jasper: and the city was pure  
gold, like unto clear glass. 

Rev 21:19  And the foundations of the wall of the city were garnished with all  
manner of precious stones. The first foundation was jasper; the second, sapphire;  
the third, a chalcedony; the fourth, an emerald; 

Rev 21:20  The fifth, sardonyx; the sixth, sardius; the seventh, chrysolyte; the eighth,  
beryl; the ninth, a topaz; the tenth, a chrysoprasus; the eleventh, a jacinth; the  
twelfth, an amethyst. 

Rev 21:21  And the twelve gates were twelve pearls: every several gate was of one  
pearl: and the street of the city was pure gold, as it were transparent glass. 

 

Rev 22:1  And he showed me a pure river of water of life, clear as crystal,  
proceeding out of the throne of God and of the Lamb. 

Rev 22:2  In the midst of the street of it, and on either side of the river, was there the  
tree of life, which bare twelve manner of fruits, and yielded her fruit every 
month: and the leaves  of the tree were for the healing of the nations. 

 

     Note:  The “tree of life” (22:2) is noted as producing fruit for the “healing” of  
the nations.  The root of “healing” refers to ‘serving, ministering, health-giving.’   
We understand from this that there are no ills in this city, and that this tree would  
promote the enjoyment of what God has already provided. 

  
  5. This city of the new Jerusalem will either be built like a cube or like a pyramid ---  
    three-dimensional.  The length is the same as the width which is the same as the  

height and each side is 1500 miles long. 
Rev 21:16  And the city lieth foursquare, and the length is as large as the breadth:  

and he measured the city with the reed, twelve thousand furlongs. The length and  
the breadth  and the height of it are equal. 

 
  6. In light of all of these revelations, the instruction is: 
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   a. Man will continue in his life pattern. 
Rev 22:11  He that is unjust, let him be unjust still: and he which is filthy, let him  

be filthy still: and he that is righteous, let him be righteous still: and he that is  
holy, let him be holy still. 

 
   b. Accept the invitation of the Spirit and the church (bride) to come to Christ 

Rev 22:17  And the Spirit and the bride say, Come. And let him that heareth say,  
Come.  And let him that is athirst come. And whosoever will, let him take the  
water of life freely. 

 

John 4:10  Jesus answered and said unto her, If thou knewest the gift of God, and  
who it is that saith to thee, Give me to drink; thou wouldest have asked of  
him, and he would have given thee living water. 

 

John 4:14  But whosoever drinketh of the water that I shall give him shall  
never thirst; but the water that I shall give him shall be in him a well of water  
springing up into everlasting life. 

 

John 7:37  In the last day, that great day of the feast, Jesus stood and cried,  
saying, If any man thirst, let him come unto me, and drink. 

John 7:38  He that believeth on me, as the scripture hath said, out of his belly  
shall flow rivers of living water. 

John 7:39  (But this spake he of the Spirit, which they that believe on him should  
receive: for the Holy Ghost was not yet given; because that Jesus was not yet  
glorified.) 

 
   c. Don’t change the Bible 

Rev 22:18  For I testify unto every man that heareth the words of the prophecy of  
 This book, If any man shall add unto these things, God shall add unto him the  

plagues that are written in this book: 
Rev 22:19  And if any man shall take away from the words of the book of this  

prophecy, God shall take away his part out of the book of life, and out of the  
holy city, and from the things which are written in this book. 

    

      This isn’t the only warning like this in the Bible. 
Deu 4:2  Ye shall not add unto the word which I command you, neither shall ye  

diminish ought from it, that ye may keep the commandments of the LORD  
your God which I command you. 

 

Deu 12:32  What thing soever I command you, observe to do it: thou shalt not add  
thereto, nor diminish from it. 

 

Prov 30:6  Add thou not unto his words, lest he reprove thee, and thou be found a  
liar. 

 
   d. Conclusion:  No wonder that John wrote the seven-fold doxology in Rev 5:12: 

Rev 5:12  Saying with a loud voice, Worthy is the Lamb that was slain to receive  
power, and riches, and wisdom, and strength, and honour, and glory, and  
blessing. 

 

    ...and no wonder after receiving the exhilarating vision, that John said with the  
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angel, 
Rev 22:20  He which testifieth these things saith, Surely I come quickly. Amen.  

Even so, come, Lord Jesus.

Ephesus 
 Spiritual condition-active, suffering, pure in doctrine, left first love. 
 False teaching-judged false teaching and hated it. 
 Satan to defeat church-activity in place of love for Christ. 
 Church history-apostolic church. 
 Time John wrote-error judged; Nicolaitans exposed. 
 

Smyrna 
 Spiritual condition-spiritually rich, suffering. 
 False teaching-persecuted by such. 
 Satan to defeat church-pagan charges and persecution. 
 Church history-10 persecutions, Nero to Diocletian (A.D. 54-A.D. 313). 
 Time John wrote-persecution by Jews. 
 

Pergamos 
 Spiritual condition-true to Lord; faithful, doctrinally impure. 
 False teaching-tolerated old and new heresies. 
 Satan to defeat church-offering the false teaching. 
 Church history-Constantine (A.D. 313-the seventh century). 
 Time John wrote-emperor worship; Balaam and Nicolaitan teaching. 
 

Thyatira 
 Spiritual condition-love, faith, service, patience, doctrinally impure. 
 False teaching-tolerant; false teaching growing. 
 Satan to defeat church-error on par with truth and growing. 
 Church history-the worldly, heresy torn church accepts the Papacy (8th to 16th century). 
 Time John wrote-prophetess, Jezebel; depths of Satan. 
 

Sardis 
 Spiritual condition-dead, without realizing it. 
 False teaching- 
 Satan to defeat church-complete spiritual indifference. 
 Church history-the worldly heresy torn church accepts the Papacy (8th-16th century). 
 Time John wrote-alive in name only. 
 

Philadelphia 
 Spiritual condition-faithful with little power. 
 False teaching-false teaching brought to its knees. 
 Satan to defeat church-will try but fail. 
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 Church history-reformation (16th century) and world-wide missions (18th-19th centuries). 
 Time John wrote-persecution by Jews. 
 

Laodicea 
 Spiritual condition-lukewarm, proud, poor, blind, naked. 
 False teaching- 
 Satan to defeat church-worldliness and men pleasing. 
 Church history-present age of tolerant church-ianity. 
 Time John wrote-proud, rich, spiritually indifferent.
